Definitions -What Is mitigation

Focused on limiting net emissions so as to
slow and eventually reverse the rise in
atmospheric concentrations on GHG

Distinct from adaptation to global warming i
action to minimize the effect of global warming

A Kyoto commits indus. Nations to specific
level of GHG emissions reduction
(average 5.2%) - Relative to baseline In
most countries (in most countries 1990
levels) during first commitment period
2008 -2012
