Almost all types of climate are 

presented over Georgian territory 

except savanna and tropical forests. 

Population of Georgia is app. 

4,960,951 people among them 54% 

lives below poverty line.  

Main income for rural population is 

agriculture, such as growing 

vegetables, fruits, beer-keeping, 

fishing, cattle-breeding, etc.



Impacts of Climate Change 

on Agriculture

Impact upon the hydrological cycle and reasonable utilization of 

water resources in agriculture;

Frequency of extreme natural phenomena (floods, droughts) will 

increase resulting in the increase of the scale of natural disasters; 

desertification of the territories in eastern Georgia;

Lost of fertile lands in different regions of Georgia;

Increase of poverty level mostly in rural regions mostly depended on 

agricultural production;
